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Beginners' Meetings in which we take all Twelve Steps in four one-hour sessions.
These meetings although meant for newcomers to recovery are a great way to revitalize your program and recapture the serenity of new recovery.  Due to the fact that we have several referrals already from local AA/NA counselors, we are in need of people in recovery that have worked the 12 steps and wish to carry the message to others.  
The 4 sessions will start with the 1st week of each month.  The sessions are consecutive; each week is built on the previous week’s session starting with the 1st week.  
Although the Back to Basics Foundation is a service board that reports directly to those members of A.A. who have had their lives changed as the result of the Back to Basics A.A. Beginners meetings, we do not accept donations from any A.A. meeting or group.  Since our inception, it has been our position that money collected during the Back to Basics A.A. meetings should be distributed, as per the group conscience, to the local Intergroup or Central Office, to the Area service structure, and to the General Service Office in New York City.
